1. A bubble with the title of the project and your name

2. A correctly MLA formatted citation for one graphic you used

3. Use the rubric for visual products as a guide

Hints:

1.
Think about which images and words would best communicate your message. It is a visual product, which means that the pictures are as important as the text.

2.
Choose your words wisely – since this is a visual product, words used need to have the most impact.

3. 
Use connecting lines to help the viewer understand the process. Or include the number sequence in the bubbles.

4. 
Keep the lines simple – too many lines going too many places might cause confusion.

5.
You can change the color of the bubbles to help differentiate ideas, processes, etc.

6.
Adjust the lines between bubbles so that the entire poster can be viewed on one screen. This means the viewer does not have to scroll down/across to see the entire poster.

7.
When you are done and are ready to submit, you need to ‘share’ your popplet. Click on the ‘share’ button in the top right hand corner.

8.
Then make popplet public (select that choice).

9. 
Finally choose how to make it public. If you select “make this popplet public, but don’t show in public popplets, the teacher can see it if you provide the url.
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
