What is it?

Quizlet is an online learning tool to help students master vocabulary or concepts by using flashcards and individual practice with games and test. Also it promotes team-work with an additional tool- Quizlet.live. You can use to reinforce vocabulary, to introduce new concepts, to practice/master skills.

Who can use it? Both Students and teachers!
*A user can create his/her own vocabulary or list as an individual. User decides on the content of his/her own list. Students can make their own list or choose from premade sets created by others. Students have access to six different study modes: flashcards, learn, spell, test, match and gravity. A favorite mode: live mode. This live mode requires a minimum of 6 participants. That means, a loner person can’t access this mode. 

*Students can share study materials, study with a friend or an entire class. Almost any subject matter can benefit by using Quizlet, from language and vocabulary, to history to science and the arts. If you have a list of terms and definitions, Quizlet can help.

*As a teacher, the list can be used in a classroom where all students can have access to it by sharing a code and play together. 

What are some limitations to “Free” Account?
*Limit on the number of classes that can be created - 8. But that works for us ;-)

*Cannot record your voice or upload images to your list.
*150 student limit

*There might be a limit of the number of questions, but its more than 100

Paid accounts (34.99/year)
*Able to record my teacher voice
*You can download images
*Create your own team of students.

*Track student progress, so can use as a formative tool.
*If you want to purchase, use the teacher referral and get 20%, but you need to have an account first. Then have another teacher purchase this service to get your discount.

How do I start?

1. Go to Quizlet.com

2. Look for their help area at the bottom of the screen.

3. Click on Teachers,

4. Scroll down until you get to the square with the title getting started,

Click on the following
1. sign up for free

2. set up a class

3. create a study set

4.Click on create a study set to share your code with students.

Quizlet - Tips and tricks

*Search the database for lists in your content area to see what other teachers have done.

Copy a list based on similar content, replace with your name and edit it.

*Practice before you work with students.

Share code with students after they create an account (if they don’t already have one) and have them log in. 

*Remind them that they can create their own lists and use this app for all their classes.
Quizlet.live

*When playing Quizlet.live, if a student is off line, it would affect all team members. Delete the student at the end of that game and shuffle teams to start a new game.

*Ask students to use their first or last name on quizlet.live. I keep forgetting this and sometimes I need to delete their names…. Of course they try to be funny, but it is important to identify each person to be part of a team.

Let’s Try It! 
I. Set up Account

1. Go to quizlet.com

2. Click on ‘create an account’

3. Click on ‘continue to free quizlet

4. Search for ‘sraaguirre’

5. Search for ‘mentor teacher’ class and click

6. Click on ‘Request to join class’ NOTE: students do not have to wait or teacher approval (approval can be done later by teacher)

Part II. Learn about Quizlet

1. Click on ‘quizlet practice for PD”
2. There are 2 categories – Study and Play.  
3. Try the flashcards tile or any others. Try a play option (match game is popular with the students). This will give you an idea of how it works.

Part III. Quizlet.live

1. Open a new window and go to quizlet.live

2. Sign in with code written on board or shown by screen.

3. Use your first name on your user name and the subject you teach.

 For example: MariaSpanish

4. Wait until time is up to play. (I ask student to keep practicing on another window until everybody is ready.)
5. NOTE: need to have at least 6 students to play at the same time

6. Students can use their phone (but it’s their data)

Part IV – practice on your own!
Create a list based on a material you will teach next quarter or you taught this quarter.
